Junior Code of Conduct

All Junior Members are asked to abide by the following rules at all times

o Co-operate fully, respecting all requests and decisions made by all Coaches, Club
Officials and Volunteers

e Paddlers must control their tempers and avoid behaviour which may inconvenience or
upset others

e Be considerate and respectful to other paddlers and users of the countryside- treat
others as you would want to be treated

e Paddlers must wear suitable kit for paddling as agreed with your Coach

e Take care of all property belonging to the Club or any Club Member, be responsible
for caring for your own equipment and clothing

e Do not leave sessions or wander off without the permission of the Coach or Leader

e Junior Members are not allowed to smoke, consume alcohol or take non prescribed
drugs during any club activity

e Do notify your Coach or a Club Official if you have any concerns for your safety or
wellbeing
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
