DCKC Keyholders Equipment Borrowing Guidance Note
As a keyholder you only have a couple of things to worry about, these guidance notes should help.
1. We can only lend to paid up members for their use, so ask if they are current members (or check with your copy of the membership list, i.e.they cannot borrow for friends or family). 
2. Make sure that the club trips don’t need the equipment (look at the list of trips on, especially for sea boats).
3. Make sure anyone borrowing keys does the effort, e.g. comes and collects them, collects the boat, returns the keys (so they are available for anyone else) and the same at the end.  If it is a short trip then you may wish to let them hang onto the keys (but remember this may inconvenience others).
4. You do need to ask about the use of the boats.
- ask if they are aware about the club policy on borrowing boats and appropriate river/sea/loch grade levels. If not ask them to refer to the website and confirm that they are complying.
- ask about return dates. realistically hire is only for one, two or three days. A week long hire may need special permission (other club events, wear and tear etc). 
5. They need to pay you, so need to take the money at start or end - £3 per boat per trip and £1 for each other item of equipment up to maximum of £5. No charge for Under 16’s or where the equipment is being used on an official  SCA coaching or qualification training/assessment course.
